About systematic reviews

It’s a type of literature search, but much more than that. Collects, reviews, and analyzes literature on a particular subject to answer a well-defined question. Thousands of studies are screened. One synthesised overview is produced.

A systematic review is a methodical and comprehensive literature synthesis focused on a well-formulated research question.  Its aim is to identify and synthesize all of the scholarly research on a particular topic, including both published and unpublished studies. Systematic reviews are conducted in an unbiased, reproducible way to provide evidence for practice and policy-making and identify gaps in research.  They may involve a meta-analysis. 
Systematic reviews are much more time-intensive than traditional literature reviews.  They usually require a multi-person research team. Before embarking on a systematic review, it is important to determine whether the body of literature warrants one and to clearly identify your reasons for conducting a systematic review. 

Typically, this requires compliance with the approach outlined in the PRISMA statement (http://www.prisma-statement.org/) when designing the search, including the design of a restrictive research question that addresses the relevant Population, Intervention, Control, Outcome (PICO) elements and using the GRADE methods which is a systematic and explicit approach to making judgements about the quality or certainty (or confidence) in the underlying estimates of effect when evaluating the results (http://clinicalevidence.bmj.com/x/set/static/ebm/learn/665072.html )

The literature search is an important part of the systematic review, but it doesn’t end there.  The question must be precisely defined, with explicit inclusion and exclusion criteria, against which all retrieved articles are tested. Abstracts &  full text must be obtained, read, decisions made about which to include/exclude, then the data is extracted, analysed, and conclusions made.  At least two people do the stages to guard against bias.



Steps in the Systematic Review Process
Identify your research question.  Formulate a clear, well-defined research question of appropriate scope. Define your terminology. Find existing reviews on your topic to inform the development of your research question, identify gaps, and confirm that you are not duplicating the efforts of previous reviews. Consider using a framework like PICO (see below) to define you question scope.
Define inclusion and exclusion criteria. Clearly state the criteria you will use to determine whether or not a study will be included in your search.  Consider study populations, study design, intervention types, comparison groups, measured outcomes. 
Search for studies. Run your searches in the databases that you've identified as relevant to your topic. Work with a librarian to help you design comprehensive search strategies across a variety of databases. Approach the gray literature methodically and purposefully. Collect ALL of the retrieved records from each search into a reference manager, such as Endnote, and de-duplicate the library prior to screening.
Select studies for inclusion based on pre-defined criteria. Start with a title/abstract screening to remove studies that are clearly not related to your topic. Use your inclusion/exclusion criteria to screen the full-text of studies. It is highly recommended that two independent reviewers screen all studies, resolving areas of disagreement by consensus. 
Extract data from included studies. Use a spreadsheet, or systematic review software, to extract all relevant data from each included study. It is recommended that you pilot your data extraction tool, to determine if other fields should be included or existing fields clarified.
Evaluate the risk of bias of included studies. Use a Risk of Bias tool (such as the Cochrane RoB Tool) to assess the potential biases of studies in regards to study design and other factors. You can adapt existing tools to best meet the needs of your review, depending on the types of studies included.
Present results and assess the quality of evidence. Clearly present your findings, including detailed methodology (such as search strategies used, selection criteria, etc.) such that your review can be easily updated in the future with new research findings. Perform a meta-analysis if the studies allow. Provide recommendations for practice and policy-making if sufficient, high quality evidence exists, or future directions for research to fill existing gaps in knowledge or to strengthen the body of evidence.

Proximity Operators provide that terms must occur within a certain proximity, or number of terms, of each other.

NEAR followed by a slash then a number retrieves words within that specified number, in any order. For example, COMPUTER NEAR/3 CAREERS will retrieve computer programming career as well as careers in computer engineering.

Where the order of the terms is important, use PRE. PRE followed by a slash and a number specifies that the first term must precede the next within that number of terms. Searching ATTENTION PRE/3 DISORDER retrieves attention disorder and attention deficit hyperactivity disorder, but not disorder with attention deficit because it does not meet the required order.

Note that NEAR may be abbreviated to N/n, and PRE may be abbreviated as P/n.

To illustrate how Boolean and proximity operators result in narrower or broader results, a search for ART THERAPY in the Health Research Premium Collection search retrieves the same number of results as ART AND THERAPY because the ProQuest platform presumes an AND where there is a space between search terms. Using NEAR/3 between the terms narrows the number of results because the terms must appear within 3 words of each other. PRE/3 further narrows the results because not only must the terms occur within 3 words, but the first term must precede the next.  Searching ART PRE/0 THERAPY is more restrictive and brings back results where the term ART is right before THERAPY with no intervening terms. Default spelling and grammatical variations remain active. For even more precise searching, and to retrieve an exact phrase, enclose the terms in quotes.
